Darwin's Theory 

Would Never 

Upset Our Rabb is 
The play in which Paul Muni is 

now starring, "Inherit the Wind." 
goes back to the famous Scopes 
trial. The state of Tennessee had 
barred the teaching of evolution. 
A test case was made with Wil­
liam J ennings Bryan upholding 
the anti-evolution law and Clar­
ence Darrow standing up for 
freedom of thought. 

There is the story of the rabbi 
of Walkowisk. His son was ex­
plaining Darwinism to him. The 
rabbi reflected a moment, "So," 
he said after the pause. "accord­
ing to Darwin. we are descended 
from monkeys. Well, my son. I 
am not. but maybe you are." 

As a rule, J ews are tolerant 
about such matters. If Bryan had 
been a Jew. I think he woulcl not 
have directly opposed the teach ­
ing of the evolutio11ary theory. 
Instead. he would have tried to 
show that the idea of evolution 
does not really contradict the ac­
count of creation in the Bible. 
Jews. I think. taken as a whole. 
have a great, deal of respect for 
intellectualism and where that 
brings forth heresy. their tenden­
cy is to seek to reconcile. 

A Jew once said to Rabbi Pin­
chas Kortez. ,; Do you know that 
Spinoza contends that man and 
animals have identical natures? '' 

"Let me ask you," responded 
the rabbi. "do you know of any 
animals who produced a Spin­
oza?" 

It may be said that th is alleged 
Jewish tolerence was not manifest 
in the case of Spinoza. who was 
excommunicated by the Jews. 
The syna,rni:rnr did excommuni­
cate Spinoza, but there is some 
evidence for the belid that the 
Jews wrrr a111 matC'd by a desire 
to protect thPmsf'IVC'S rathrr than 
to punish Spinoza. The outsidr 
world was brgmning to look with 
horror at this heretic who denied 
their most sarrrd lclrns and the 
Jewish community of Holland. 
relatively nPw in Uw country and 
Jnsecure. sought to disassociate it­
self from him. 

It Is told or Rabbi Eichanan 
Spector that oner whrn hr was 
believed 1f1 b!' cl_ving, doctors for­
bade nil visitors. but the rnbbl 
asked that an rxcrptlon be mnclr 
in the casr or a young chemist. nn 
admitted unbeliever The rabbi re­

Israeli Brainpower on Show; 
Scientific versus Cultural 
By MAURICE CARR 

PARIS - Never has Israeli cul­
ture been seen here to greater ad­
vantage than at the recent ex­
hibition of Israeli scientific pub­
lications. first shown in London 
some months ago. 

Of course. Israeli prestige was 
earlier much enhanced by the suc­
cessive visits to Paris of the Ohel 
theatrical company. of Ha bi mah 
and quite recently. of the Israeli 
Philharmonic Orchestra. But if 
the truth be told. the loud ap­
plause which their permormances 
drew from the predominantly 
Jewish public and especially from 
the non-Jewish French critics. 
was not wholly an expression of 
art appreciation. There was in it 
also an element of encouragement 
to the gallant representatives of a 
small nation resuscitated. recon­
stituted miraculously from as­
sorted remnants of world Jewry 
sea ttered over the face of the 
earth. 

This sympathy, for the m ost 
part tacit. was for once quite 
openly formulated by the music 
Critic of Paris-Presse. whose no­
tice of the initial concert given by 
the Israeli Philharmonic Orches­
tra stated flatly that here was no 
occasion for musical appraisal at 
all, but for reflections of a hu­
manitarian order: how wonderful 
to think that the orchestra was 
composed of refugees from so 
many different lands, what a fine 
thing was Judaism, that most 
charitable of all religions, and 
so on. 

made one yearn for the thrill of 
listening to the Israel Philhar­
monic under a Toscanini or Bruno 
Walter. 

In the case of the scientific pub­
lications exhibition, nothing, ab­
solutely nothing went wrong. 
Prince Louis de Brogie, perma­
nent secretary of the French 
Academy of Science. Professor 
Francis Perin. high commissioner 
for atomic energy, and other 
luminaries of this country's intel­
lectual firmament. who e i t 11 er 
stood up and sang or sat listening 
to the praises of Israel at the 
inaugural ceremony, were alto­
gether favorably and deeply im­
pressed by the collection of near­
ly 3.000 learned disquisitions 
printed in the State of Israel dur­
ing its seven years of existence. 

To obviate any possible m is­
understanding, let it be stressed 
that there is no attempt here to 
imply any superiority of sci,ence 
over art. A brochure revealing 
that it is possible t.o use just po­
tato-eyes instead of whole pota­
toes for seed. thereby saving stor­
age space. and a lot of potatoes 
for consumption, is not more but 
less important. to be sure, than a 
movement from Beethoven or a 
scene from the D ybbuk. But it is 
easier to put across Israeli science 
than Israeli art. for intellect alone 
is more easily conveyed than in­
tellect combined with feeling.

Rabbi Schwartz Edits 

Volume of Sermons 
The 420 -page volume of the 

best sermons preached by Ameri ­
can rabbis during the year ap­
peared this week in New York un­
der the editorship of Rabbi 
G eorge Bernard Schwartz of 
Provid ence. Published annually 
by the Rabbinical Council of 
America, the leading organization 
of Orthodox Rabbis in the world. 
the current volume is dedicated to 
the Chief Rabbi of Is rael. His 
Eminence Doctor Isaac Halevi 
Herzog, who wrote the preface. 

Ordained into the rabbinate by 
the Ra bbi Isaac Elchanan Semi­
nary of the Yeshiva University of 
New York in 1949 with th e high­
est honors in his class .
