to be grown a little shadier than the 
higher-light waxy-flowered summer-

This species has all but disappeared in 
cultivation.  Unfortunately, many plants 

found their way into this country 
mislabeled as Phal. mariae when they 

were actually Phal. bastianii.  Phal. 
mariae is easily recognized by its 

perpendicular flower spikes and bold 
blotching on its slightly cupped 

creamy-white flowers.  We’ve already 
flowered a few from this population 

last July & it is the TRUE Phal. mariae.  
Will re-flower from old spikes in 

addition to producing new.

A vigorous grower, unlike many others 

of this species, with firm leaves & 
heavier substance flowers.  Although 
we have not had it tested, we suspect 
that this re-cloning of ‘Pink Butterfly’ 
produced a tetraploid population with 
its increased vigor and larger flowers.

Very compact leaf span & spike height –

(Note:  These 
have already flowered for the first time 

with two branching spikes on each small 
plant…perfect time to repot them for an
